Multiple money order cash purchases made by the same person in one business day must be aggregated,
or added together, and treated as a single purchase, even if purchased at different times during the day.

If the same consumer purchases $3,000 or more in money orders, using cash, in the same day, you
MUST complete this Money Order Transaction Log. This form must be retained for five years from
date of sale, according to the U.S. Treasury Department regulations.
